GOLD Overview

We hope everyone is having a great experience so far today. Right now I am going to give you an update on GOLD with its two standing committees, the Advisory Committee and the Serials Committee.

GOLD, together with GALILEO, provides the premier library collaboration in the state. In addition to providing overall direction and coordination in the implementation of interlibrary loan, reference, and local holdings maintenance services on a statewide level, GOLD provides workshops for its members to enable them to use these services as they evolve and to be proficient with the software packages under which these services operate.

GOLD currently has 208 members.  Here’s how the new membership numbers work out. There are…

· 98 Full (OCLC cataloging) Members

· 110 Affiliate Members

· 100 Academics (USG, private and technical colleges)

· 8 K-12

· 61 Public Library Systems

· 39 Special Libraries    

These numbers include the welcoming of one new public library system to the ranks of GOLD since July of 2007 and our first new member for FY08 : Their official name is the Coweta County Library System (OCLC Symbol: GACCL) based currently in Newnan, GA 

GOLD’s Accomplishments this past year include

· Providing current ILL statistics including membership for each group

· Draft of a new membership listing to be posted on the GPLS web site later this year

· Continuation of the GOLD reimbursement program and a new option that allows for direct electronic deposit of these funds to a member library’s account 

· The continuation of a live online training program for GOLD members that includes interactive training in both basic and advanced WorldCat Resource Sharing as well as Local Holdings Maintenance. During FY07 11 such sessions were held training up to 15 students in each session at their own desktops without the need for travel.

· Generating GOLD compliance statistics

· Organizing today’s GOLD/GALILEO Users Group Conference

Our current Serials Committee, although nominated and accepted by the membership in February of 2004, was not formally convened until July of 2006 so these members only agreed initially to serve for one year to help us through the initial transition from union listing of serials to local holdings maintenance. True to their word this committee began the work to re-write the GOLD Serials Manual and publish best practice methods for Local Holdings Maintenance for all Georgia Libraries to follow.

Because of this committee’s assistance, during FY06 GOLD was able to add six additional instructor-led live online workshops for local holdings maintenance and their continued vigilance has allowed us to keep serials holdings in Georgia up to date in OCLC until such time as when we may once again update the Georgia Libraries Journal List. There is still a great deal of work to do however and alas we find ourselves without representatives.  

The current volunteer members of the Serials Committee would like to seek nominations and replacements. Acceptance onto this committee only requires the submission of a nomination form and approval of credentials by the other members of the committee. According to the statement of function, we can have up to twelve representatives in this group and they should represent many types of libraries. Nominations for the Serials Committee can also be found on the GOLD display table and in the back of each of the breakout session rooms. The term of office for filling these slots will be a three year commitment.
