From the main library page go to the Subject Guides link, at the bottom on the left. 
At the Subject Guide page select your field or topic of study.

The next screen will offer databases first (for articles).  Databases of note include Academic Search Complete, and ProQuest Research Library.  Be sure to perform an Advanced Search checking

the boxes at “Full Text” and “Peer Reviewed” if desired, as that will guarantee results are available to read in full text from the computer and are peer reviewed / scholarly articles.  
Scroll down the Subject Guide’s page, pertinent journal and book titles available for browsing in the library are listed, as well as links to trust-worthy web sites.
