>GALILEO (is not the Internet)

This is a collection of databases you can search.  These databases 

contain articles.



>Pick subject from list (i.e. if you’re looking for psychology, pick the Social Sciences topic)

>Select your specific topic from the resulting list



>Begin entering search words into the boxes

IMPORTANT: If you want to read the whole article on the screen, select the “Full Text” box.  If you need scholarly research as well, select the “Peer Reviewed” box too.  You can also limit by date (i.e. articles written only 2005-2008) by using the pull down menu of dates.

The results list will automatically group by database, you may want to consider ranking them by Relevance as that will bring the most pertinent items to the top of the list.
