So You’re Waiting to Use a Computer
*Please keep track of the time*
*Heavy usage periods may result in waiting time of 1 hour or more. This commonly occurs on Sundays (at Washington Memorial) and weekday afternoons.
While you’re waiting, please feel free to:

> Use our Reference Book or Circulating    Book Collections to look for the information that you need.

 *In some cases, you may find everything that you need in the books.
> Browse through our fiction and non-fiction books and read a book.
> Read the many magazines and newspapers that we offer.

> Leave the building for a break, snack, etc., so long as you return within 10 minutes of your reservation time.
> Check your assigned computer station periodically.
Please: 
> Do not use your cell phone.
> Do not bring food or drink into the library.

> Do not engage in loud talking or disruptive behavior.

How to Use PC Reservation

When your reservation time has arrived or the prior session on your designated station has ended early, please take a seat and be aware of the following: 
1. Make sure the NUMLOCK key is on and log-in with your PINES library card number (or Guest ID for non-Georgia users).  Type numbers only – no spaces. You only have 10 minutes from the reservation time to log-in before the computer is automatically assigned to the next reservation. 

2. The timer at the top of the screen will keep track of your time. When time is up, the computer will terminate your session. If you did not save your work to a floppy disk or jump drive, it is gone forever. Click DONE if you finish before the timer runs out.

3. Your session will time out automatically after 5 minutes of inactivity.  Please LOCK the computer if you need to step away for any reason. Click the LOCK button in the timer box. Create a temporary password to LOCK the computer and prevent your session from timing out automatically. Your total minutes will continue to count down, however. 
4. Pick up printouts at the Desk. Prints are in black and white only. They are printed after payment is received. When you print, a gray box will appear itemizing the number of pages to be printed at 20¢ per page and the total cost. Click “print” in the gray box to accept the charges and send the print job to the queue at the desk.

5. If you have any questions at any time, please ask a staff member for assistance.

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Computer Rules

Violation of the Computer Rules may result in patrons being banned/barred from the computers and/or Library.
● PINES library card or out-of-state ID is required.

● Reservations can only be made in person – no phone reservations are accepted.

● Patrons are allowed 2 computer sessions per day.

● Turn off cell phones and pagers.

● Children under 13 must be accompanied by an adult at all times. 

● Internet computers use federally mandated filtering; websites for GAMES, CHAT, X-RATED, and TERRORISTIC ACTIVITIES are fully blocked. 

● Personal or school software may not be installed.

● Do not modify computer settings. 

● Please keep conversation at a whisper. 

● Only two people are allowed at each station.

● Damaging equipment, software, data, library property, and other patrons’ property will not be tolerated. 

● Viewing, storing, or printing files, messages, or offensive images will not be tolerated. 

● Use of profanity/obscene language is prohibited.

● Illegal activities online are prohibited.

● Copyright laws regarding software, music, images, etc. must be observed.
